At the time you enquire about the hotel etc. 
Check the Church to avoid                            
disappointment. At least 3-6 months                 
Notice is now required by Church and the 
State, so call to the Priests   earlier rather 
than later.  We suggest that as soon as you 
finalise plans , to contact the   Registrars 
Office on www.crsappointments.ie  for an  
appointment. For more info go to  
www.groireland.ie. (Failure to give 3 
months  notice will necessitate  going to 
the court for  permission).  Marriage is  a 
very serious step and good  preparation is  
advised.  Both Church and State                    
recommend some Pre-Marriage                  
preparation. The Church offers Pre-
Marriage Courses. They are available in  
Carlow. www.accord.ie Many people have 
booked their  marriage well in advance.  
We suggest you make an   appointment to 
meet the priest  that you wish to do your 
wedding about 3-6 months  before your 
wedding date to sign Church forms and 
arrange the Ceremony. 
If one of the  partners is getting  married 
outside their parish they need to call to see
